All entry money and late entries due before 9am on the show day. 
All Horses must be registered or recorded with their respective breed associations to compete in breed halter classes. Papers may be asked for at random. All events are run under AQHA Rules. Drug Testing may be carried out according to AQHA regulations. 

To compete at our shows, we advise you that you have to be a financial member of the HVQHA. 
Prize Money: 
· Due to not enough entries in our jackpot classes we have decided to take it of the program. Prizes may be awarded on different classes. 
Lunge line: 

Each Competitor has 90 Seconds to show their horse at the walk, trot and canter in both directions on the lunge. A time keeper will announce when the competitor has 30 seconds remaining. At the completion of the 90 seconds the competitors will be asked to line up as for halter classes and will then have their horse judged at halter. 

Hunter in Hand: English Bridal is Mandatory for horses 2 and over. Decorative bridals and halters are prohibited. Bridal must have Egg Buttt, D ring, O Ring or full cheek snaffle bit with keepers. For horses 1yo and younger a halter is mandatory. The halter must be of plain leather. The chain on the lead must be under the chin, no chains allowed in the horses mouth and no lip chains allowed. 

Attire of the handler should permit free movement. Colour may be chosen to compliment the horse, but should be conservative. Suitable attire should be a collared polo shirt or collared dress shirt (vest, tie and gloves optional) Dress pants should be lose enough to run in, If a belt is worn it should be plain not of western style. Jeans are forbidden, running shoes or farm boots required. 

Beginner Rookie Classes:

Beginner Classes are for those people who are starting out and don’t have the correct attire, you are however to wear boots and a hat.  ‘A’ Class shows Only To be eligible for this event the competitor must not have won in that event including Amateur and Youth at an approved show. Or three times in any one category of Rookie Rider Events. Competitors will maintain their Rookie Status for the point scoring year and be eligible for high point rider. This class requires all 3 Gates eg. Walk, Jog, Lope. 

Green Rider: 
This is a class for people who have only just started out and are not confident enough to canter as yet, so it is only a walk jog or walk trot class. There are pattern classes aswell as trail classes which also only have the 2 gates. You can compete in both green rider and beginner rookie if you wish but you do need to understand beginner rookie requires you to CANTER or LOPE. 
No Refund of Entries:

 If an entered horse injures itself prior to the show and the Show Secretary is notified prior to the day of the show (as early as possible) then the entires for that horse may be transferred to the following show (except state and Futurity Shows). If a horse is scratched on the day of the show, entires may not be transferred unless a vet certificate is supplied. 

HVQHA End of Year Awards:

To be eligible for these awards the competitor and the horse owner must be financial members of the HVQHA. They must compete in at least 2/3 (two thirds) of the number of show run by the HVQHA in each category of High Point they are competing for:

· In the case of 2yr Olds they must compete in at least 2/3 of the number of shows run by HVQHA at halter to be eligible for end of year High Point at Halter. 

· Rookie Riders must compete 2/3 of the shows where they are eligible to compete. 

· THE COMMITTEE RESERVES THE RIGHT TO ALTER, VARY OR DELETE FROM THE PROGRAM WITHOUT ANY NOTICE. 

· AMATEUR COMPETITORS MUST HOLD A CURRENT AMATEUR PERMIT AND THESE WILL BE CHECKED ANNUALLY. 

· IN CASE OF SHOW CANCELLATION DUE TO WEATHER ETC, WE THE COMMITTEE WILL ENDEVOUR TO CONTACT ALL CONCERNED ASAP. 

· COMPETITORS PLEASE ENSURE YOU HAVE SIGNED A RELEASE AND WAIVER OF LIABILITY FORM, READ AND UNDERSTAND HVQHA OH&S POLICY/ INDUCTION BROCHURE INCLUDING MAP OF DESIGNATED AREAS. 

· 2 YEAR OLD HORSES ARE NOT ELIGIBLE TO COMPETED IN RIDDEN EVENTS UNTIL 1ST JANUARY, THEN THEY ARE ELIGIBLE TO COMPETE IN HUS, WESTERN PLEASURE AND TRAIL ONLY. 

· NO ENTIRES ARE TO BE TAKEN AFTER HALTER CLASSES (event 48).
